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                                                      A  FEW  FALL  FAVORITES

 Iôve been keeping bird sighting records for Delaware and Otsego Counties since Dec. 1, 1997 in order to write a monthly bird 

article for the Delaware-Otsego Audubon Societyôs newsletter entitled The Belted Kingfisher.  Iôm always amazed and delighted by the 

variety of bird sightings I receive.  This fall there were sightings of several birds that usually migrate south at the end of the summer but 

decided to hang around well into November and of  birds that havenôt been regularly seen in this area for a number of years. 

 Wanting to make some use of the Audubon Nature Encyclopedia from 1965 that I own and that has been gathering dust in one of 

my closets, I thought I would feature six birds that have been seen recently in our area.  Each birdôs description has been lifted from that 

encyclopedia word for word. 

 

RED-BELLIED WOODPECKER  

 This is one of the handsomest woodpeckers, and 

presents a pleasing picture, particularly when seen in leafless 

trees of late winter or early spring.  It climbs in a curious, jerky 

fashion, and each movement is accompanied by a loud, sucking

   
chuh-chuh that may be heard ringing through the woods for a 

considerable distance.  It is sometimes called the zebra 

woodpecker because of the transverse bars of black and white 

that cross its back and wings.  This species is rather shy and 

wary, and usually keeps to the heavy woodlands where it 

industriously searches for the regular woodpecker food of 

insects and larvae.  It also feeds upon ants and beetles on the 

ground, as well as upon fruit. 

 

RED-HEADED WOODPECKER  

 The red-headed woodpecker is the only species of 

woodpecker that has the entire head red.  The males of the 

downy woodpecker and of most of the others have some red on  

the head, but usually only a spot or a small patch.  Few birds are 

more beautiful than the red-headed woodpecker.  Its brilliant  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

scarlet hood, glossy blue-black back, and clear white breast 

    
scarlet hood, glossy blue-black back, and clear white breast 

makes it very striking.  There are other colorful woodpeckers but 

none can surpass the red-headed woodpecker for sheer beauty. 

 

COMMON REDPOLL  

 The common redpoll is an irregular winter visitor to the 

more northerly portions of the United States.  Sometimes it 

comes in flocks when driven southward by unusual cold or lack 

of food.  It closely resembles the goldfinch in its general habits.   

  
The nest is in a low tree or grass tuft and is made of moss and 

grasses, and lined with hair, feathers, or other soft materials.  

The eggs are from four to six and are white, tinged with bluish-

green and spotted with reddish-brown.  

     

 

 

 



 

 

PINE SISKIN  

 Like the redpoll, the pine siskin is one of those widely 

distributed birds whose movements depend, to a great extent, 

upon the weather and the food supply.  Some years it is absent 

from much of the region south of its breeding range; in other 

years it is abundant there.  The nest is built in coniferous trees 

and is made of rootlets and grasses and lined with pine needles 

and hair.  The eggs are from three to four, greenish-white, and 

speckled with reddish-brown. 

   

  
 
EVENING GROSBEAK  

 An element of mystery has always surrounded the 

coming and going of these rare winter visitors whose forest 

home is far beyond the haunts of man.  They are very irregular 

and infrequent anywhere east of the Mississippi, but now and 

then remarkable flights have taken place.  On such occasions the 

extreme tameness of the birds is always very noticeable.  Like its 

relative, the pine grosbeak, this species wanders about in flocks 

of varying size during the winter, visiting districts of most 

abundant food supply.  It feeds, to a great extent, upon buds and 

the seeds of trees.  The song is described as a ñwandering, jerky 

warble, beginning low, and suddenly increasing in power and as 

suddenly ceasing as though the singer were out of breath.ò 

  

        

 
 
PINE GROSBEAK 

 The pine grosbeak belongs to the great evergreen 

forests of the north, from Maine to Alaska, although it is an 

erratic winter visitor throughout the northern portion of the 

eastern United  States, coming in flocks of varying sizes.  The 

pine grosbeak wanders widely in search of food, frequenting  

  
thickets of mountain ash and sumac, where it finds abundant 

supplies of the diet it requires.  It also feeds upon the seeds of 

pines and weeds.  The pine grosbeak is said to be a fearless and 

rather stupid bird; it is certainly easy to approach, often being 

caught in butterfly nets. The song is prolonged and melodious, 

and the call note a clear whistle

  One of the joys of serving as Director for our chapter is hearing 

firsthand the reports from the dedicated people who manage 

such Cub resources as Johns Brook Lodge.
